(5:20) The Son of God has come into the world and given believers understanding and insight to perceive (recognize)
and come to know better and more clearly Him Who is true, even in His Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God
and Life eternal.

I John - Who | Am In Christ
(1:3) The fellowship that | have is with the Father and His Son Jesus Christ.

(1:7) 1 have unbroken fellowship with other believers and the blood of Jesus Christ cleanses me from all sin and
guilt if 1 walk in the Light, as He is in the Light.

(1:9) If | admit and confess my sins, He is faithful and just to forgive my sins and cleanse me from all
unrighteousness.



(2:1) I have an Advocate with the Father. It is Jesus Christ the righteous.

(2:2) Jesus is the propitiation (the atoning sacrifice) for my sins and for the sins of the whole world.
(2:12) For Jesus’ name sake, my sins are forgiven.

(2:20) | have been anointed (have been given an unction from) the Holy One and | know the Truth.
(2:23) If | acknowledge the Son, | have the Father also.

(2:25) God has promised me eternal life.

(2;27) The unction | have received from Him abides in me and | have no need for anyone to instruct me. (But | must
abide in Him)

(2:29) If | do righteously, as He is righteous, | am born of Him.

(3:1) What an incredible quality of love the Father has shown (bestowed on) me that | should (be permitted) to be
named and called and counted a child of God.

(3:1) The reason the world doesn’t know (recognize, acknowledge) me is that it doesn’t know (recognize,
acknowledge) Him.

(3:2) Here and now | am God’s child. Itisn’t yet made clear what | will be (hereafter) but | know that when He
comes and is manifest, | shall resemble and be like him for | shall see Him as He (really) is!

(3:9) Because | am born of God | do not deliberately knowingly or habitually practice sin because God’s nature
abides in me and | am born of God.

(3:14) 1 know | have passed from death into Life because | love the brethren (fellow believers).
(3:16) Because He laid down His life for me | ought to lay down my life for my brothers in Christ.

(3:23 & 24) God’s command is that | should believe in (and trust in and adhere to and rely on) the name of His son
Jesus Christ and that all believers should love one another. All who do so abide in Him and He in them.

(3:24) 1 know that He abides in me by the Spirit which He has given me.

(4:4) |am of God and have (already) defeated and overcome (the agents of the antichrist) because He who lives in
me is greater (mightier) than he who is in the world!

(4:7) 1am born of God and am coming to (progressively) know and understand God if | love my fellow man.
(4:11) If God loved me so much, | ought to love others.

(4:13) 1 abide in Him and He in me because He has given of His Holy Spirit.

(4:15) If | confess (acknowledge) that Jesus is the Son of God, God abides in me and | abide in Him.

(4:16) God is love and if | dwell and continue in love, God dwells in me

(4:17) This love is brought to completion and attains perfection in me that | may have confidence for the day of
judgment: because as He is, so am | in this world.

(4:19) | love Him because He first loved me!

(5:1) Iam a born-again child of God because | believe that Jesus is the Christ (the Messiah).
(5:2) Ilove other believers when | love God and obey His commands.

(5:4) Because | am born of God, | am victorious over the world. My faith overcomes the world.
(5:5) 1am victorious over the world because | believe that Jesus is the son of God.

(5:10 & 11) Because | believe in the Son of God, | have the testimony (witnesses, divine attestation) within me. (The
testimony being that God gave us eternal life and this life is in His Son).



(5:12) I have life because | possess the Son.
(5:13) | have eternal life.

(5:14) The privilege and confidence | have in Him is that | can ask anything according to His will (in agreement with
His own plan) and He will listen.

(5:18) Because | am born of God, | do not (deliberately and knowingly) practice committing sin.

(5:18) Jesus, begotten of God, watches over and protects me and the wicked one does not lay hold (get a grip) on
me or touch me.

(5:19) | am of God while the whole world (around me) is under the power of the evil one.

(5:20) I am in Him (the Father) who is true and in His Son Jesus Christ.

Il John - Who | am in Christ
(1:11) If  do good | am of God because he who does evil has not seen God (discerned or experienced God).

Jude - Who | Am in Christ

(Vs. 1) | am set apart (preserved) for Jesus.

Jude - Who Jesus Is

(Vs. 24) He is able to keep me from falling and to present me unblemished (blameless and faultless) before the
presence of His glory in triumphant joy and exultation.
